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The main agenda of the Spectrum Group during this meeting was to discuss various issues related to optimum spectrum utilization.

During previous meeting, it was discussed that in addition to spectral/ technological efficiency, the economic and the functional efficiencies are also important. The spectral/ technological efficiency relates to the data rate which can be sent over the given spectrum band whereas the economic efficiency relates to the revenue and profit generated out of the spectrum and the functional efficiency relates to the quality, reliability and the ease of the applications.

It was discussed that the above mentioned technical and economic efficiencies of spectrum are not enough, rather optimum utilization of the spectrum is important to serve the overall national interest. While it is relatively simpler to quantify the technical and economic outputs and hence the assessment of these efficiencies, the quantification & assessment of socio-economic benefits is relatively involved process. Hence, different parameters of socio-economic benefits have to be identified and then impact of the mobile/ wireless services on those parameters needs to be assessed, to make an estimate of these socio-economic benefits.
Decision taken 
It was decided to prepare a report on quantitative assessment of the 'Optimum Spectrum Utilization', taking into account combined effects of technological efficiency, network planning efficiency, regulatory efficiency for deriving reasonable government revenues and socio-economic benefits. 
The spectrum Working Group will aim to define various parameters to measure the optimum spectrum utilization. The inputs are called for from all the participants in this respect. Mr. Madhukar Deshmukh has joined the WG and will provide some contributions in this regard. 

It was decided that the views, comments and/ or inputs of all those involved in GISFI activities may kindly be sent to me, Mr T R Dua or Dr Sanjay Kumar.
Based on the inputs received, a deliverable in the form of a Report is planned to be prepared for the above concept, which could be further submitted to the relevant Govt. body.
